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RADICAL TRUST

The following concludes the
article by Mark Sandford that
has been a feature of recent
Newsletters.

Back in Idaho, | briefly enjoyed
the fading glow. Then, under
spiritual cross fire, | sank again.
| thought about the only four
active prophetic persons or
intercessors | have met who have
never felt attacked by the vision-
aborting spirit. When | asked why;,
all four gave the same answer -
they simply had a childlike trust
of God. Therefore, the demon
could find no handle in them.
When calamities came their way
they had not fretted nor worried.
| suspect that if they were to lose
home, career, status and income
their faith would not be shaken.
While the rest of us might drown
in anguish, these persons would
continue in innocent joy. If they
were to be flogged like Peter, |
could imagine them rejoicing as
he had. | asked God to show me
how to find such trust.

Then | ministered to a couple
who had been separated. If the
ministrydid notwork,theyplanned
to divorce. By Wednesday, they
were holding hands, and the
marriage was already saved.
By Friday, they called this the
‘most life-changing experience’
they had ever had. But the glow
from that quickly faded. My few
failures so overwhelmed me that
this and many other miracles of
change hardly affected me.

Again | asked, ‘What's wrong
with this picture?’ God reminded
me of the four teenage boys who
molested me a five-year-old and
called me a ‘pretty little girl’.
‘Is that who | am?’ | must have
asked myself. At the time, | told
no one what had happened so
my family could not offer support.
Without that, | “resolved” the
confusion by choosing to believe
the boys. | withdrew into a dark
inner world. Other children did
not understand and so called me
names. Silently, | vowed to accept

anything negative said about me
and disbelieve anything good.
The good could no longer find
a place in my heart. Only the
negative could take root. Life
became dark, but at least there
was less confusion.

| share this because, with
changes, it is everyone's story.
In  children’s minds, wounds
cannot easily co-exist with hugs
and birthday parties. Rather
than stretch their minds to
accommodate both tenderness
and abuse, or being both noticed
and overlooked (especially by
loved ones), they find it easier to
disbelieve the good. And so inner
vows like, ‘Nothing good will ever
come my way, ‘No one could like
me’ or ‘I don't need love, become
the false Band-Aids of everyday
life. For a moment, these shut out
pain but they forever shut God'’s
grace out of the heart. We can
come to believe that darkness is
greater than light.

One might counter, ‘Don't
Africans also make such inner
vows?' True, but when they
shut their hearts to love, they
have little opportunity to fill the
empty space with cars, TV's and
computers. Nor can they transfer
their trust to education, status or
bank accounts. Their choices
are simple; it's either God or
nothing. Deceived into thinking
we have something we find far
more incentive than they do — to
choose nothing.

| asked God for the ability
to regard all that | own, and



especially all | have achieved, as
nothing. | renounced my inner
vow to disbelieve the good, and
was enabled to feel the blessing
of having saved a marriage and
of having shared an airplane
ride with a dear old friend. The
vision-aborting spirit had one
less handle in me, for the hound
of heaven had removed a portion
of my unbelief in the ability of His
light to overcome darkness.

Why has God let this attack go on
so long? Perhaps, because you
are running. Stop running from
the hound, and the wolves should
flee. You are already resisting
sin. Now stop resisting life! The
more grace your heart can hold,
the more ‘light and momentary’
these present troubles will seem.
Ask God when and why you
vowed not to have life. Repent
of those inner vows. Then refuse
to believe lies that shrink life to a
size smaller than your ‘light and
momentary troubles. Let go of
things that cannot fill the empty
place inside, and fight for the
life that matters. If you do, you
should have nothing to fear from
the vision-aborting spirit, or from
any dark power.

It may well be you yourself who is
aborting your own vision! Tell the
Holy Spirit about your unbelief
and the vision-aborting spirit
should leave. Then when your
heart has been made ‘ready for
chocolate’, you might find hope
that one day you will be ready to
raise the dead.

May the God of hope fill you with
all joy and peace as you trust in
Him so that you may overflow
with hope by the power of the
Holy Spirit. (Romans 15:13).
